b. Cookies and similar technologies 

A cookie is a small text file which is placed onto your computer or electronic device 
when you access our website. Similar technologies include web beacons, action 
tags, local shared objects ('flash cookies') and single-pixel gifs. Such technologies 
can be used to track users' actions and activities, and to store information about 
them. We use these cookies and/or similar technologies on this website. 

This information helps us to build a profile of our users. Some of this information may 
be aggregated or statistical, which means that we will not be able to identify you 
individually. 

On the first occasion that you use our site we will ask whether you consent to our use 
of cookies.

Who your information may be shared with

We will notify you and any applicable regulator of a suspected data security breach 
where we are legally required to do so. 

Indeed, while we will use all reasonable efforts to secure your personal data, in using 
the site you acknowledge that the use of the internet is not entirely secure and for 
this reason we cannot guarantee the security or integrity of any personal data that 
are transferred from you or to you via the internet. If you have any particular concerns 
about your information, please contact us using the details below. 

 
Transfers of your information out of the EEA 

We will not transfer your personal information outside of the EEA at any time. 

 
What rights do you have? 

Under the General Data Protection Regulation you have a number of important rights 
free of charge.
